             The purpose of the internship is to provide a framework by which the intern’s academic 
education can be enhanced through professional work, expose the intern to the activities of 
UNRCPD and the United Nations in general, and provide UNRCPD with the assistance from 
qualified students interested in international affairs and security matters.
