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GraSPP and UNU-IAS concluded the MoU in March 2016 and have launched the 

Educational Exchange Programme. The program enables GraSPP students to study and to 

take credits at UNU-IAS without paying tuition. 

 

I. Outline  

- Among courses offered by UNU-IAS, GraSPP students can register  courses which 

are available in the course list. Course credits and grades will be awarded to students 

who successfully complete courses by UNU-IAS. 

-The spring semester AY2020 at UNU-IAS lasts from 2 April 2020 to 9 July, 2020. 

 

II. Requirements for Eligibility 

GraSPP full-time students in either Master’s Program or Ph.D. Program 

* Special Auditors/ Specially Registered Students/ Research Students are NOT eligible

* Those who have not yet taken any grades/credits at GraSPP are required to submit a copy of 

transcript issued by the university from which you earned your bachelor degree. 

4. A copy of TOEFL or IELTS score report 

* Students who were exempted from submitting a score report at the time of admission to GraSPP do 

not need to submit this document.
