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Aiming to Graduate Students Demanded by the Times

The Graduate School of Public Policy (GraSPP) was founded in April
2004 to offer a graduate school master’s degree program (a profes-
sional degree program) to train experts in planning, implementing
and evaluating public policy. GraSPP is a professional graduate
school established for the purpose of fostering policy professionals
with both high-level expertise and broad knowledge, engaged in
wide-ranging aspects of public policy as public servants, experts at
international organizations and research institutions. Over the
years, numerous University of Tokyo graduates from the Faculty of
Law, the Faculty of Economics and many other faculties have been
involved in planning and determining public policy, and have
become leaders in their respective fields. With the globalization of
society and the economy, however, the abilities and qualities
required of individuals involved with the drafting and implementa-
tion of public policy are rapidly changing.

As a result of the prolonged weak performance of the Japanese
economy with more than a decade of deflation and a declining
potential growth rate, the nation has a constant budget deficit and
the highest national debt (as a percent of GDP) in the world. It will
now be a difficult work to regain the health of the Japanese
economy as the population declines. Moreover, the international
political developments surrounding Japan, the rise of emerging
economies, and in particular China’s economic growth and
growing presence in the international community demand that
Japan should explore new diplomatic strategies.

At GraSPP, the curriculum is designed to train individuals with the
abilities to accurately perceive policy issues regarding the Japanese

economy and political system, evaluate policies, represent Japan in
negotiations with other countries, and form consensus at interna-
tional consultations.

To those ends, first, GraSPP is reinforcing our internationalization
efforts. GraSPP inaugurated an international program (MPP/IP)
taught in English from fiscal 2010, is actively seeking enroliment
from students overseas. Also, we have launched a double degree
program with the Lee Kuan Yew School of Public Policy at the
National University of Singapore as the first double degree
program at the University of Tokyo. GraSPP has since arranged
additional double degree programs with the School of Interna-
tional and Public Affairs at Columbia University and the Paris
Institute of Political Studies (Sciences Po). While deepening ties
with overseas graduate schools of public policy in this way, GraSPP
strives to serve as a focal point for international education.
Second, GraSPP aims to promote exchanges between policymakers
and cutting-edge research and education, through pursuit of
external funding. The school also enhances advanced and practical
research by launching sponsored seminars and joint research in
areas such as international transportation, energy and the global
environment, capital markets, and ocean policy by linking
ourselves to a wide range of policy network throughout society.

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Overview GraSpPP

The Graduate School of Public Policy (GraSPP) aims to train students in planning, implementing and evaluating

public policy and thus prepare them for careers in public service. A Master of Public Policy (MPP) degree is
granted to students who successfully earn 46 credits over the course of this two-year program. GraSPP admits
about 110 students per class and offers four specializations: Legal Policy, Public Management, International
Public Policy, and Economic Policy. GraSPP launched the Master of Public Policy, International Program (MPP/IP)
in the winter semester of the 2010 academic year.

Admission to this professional school is based on applicants’ written application and TOEFL (Test of English as a

Foreign Language) score as well as the results of their written exam and interview. Special consideration is given
to admitting midcareer businesspeople.

Our curriculum has four distinctive features.

First, our curriculum covers the following three areas: legal matters relating to the design and operation of
social systems, political considerations concerning the dynamics of running those systems, and economic issues
in the formulation and evaluation of proposed policies.

Second, students engage in case studies on specific policies as part of the core curriculum. This gives students
opportunities to apply the knowledge they have learned, create original and innovative solutions, and improve
their communication skills.

Third, our curriculum provides students with the chance to obtain feedback from professional policymakers.
Instructors with extensive real-world experience teach courses that are closely related to real-life policy
situations. We hold seminars that feature professional policymakers as lecturers.

Fourth, our curriculum is designed to enable students to improve their communication skills while mastering
core knowledge. For this purpose, we emphasize oral presentations and policy papers.

Fifth, for those who intend to pursue a professional career in research, we recommend writing a research paper
or thesis. For admission to the PhD program of the Graduate Schools for Law and Politics of the University of
Tokyo, a thesis is mandatory. Academic credits are awarded in the ordinary way to those who submit a research
paper or thesis and pass an oral examination.

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Legal Policy Program

To learn the theory and practice of law in public
administration contexts and acquire high-level,
practical legal skills

The Legal Policy Division creates law-making
experts equipped with the knowledge and
planning skills needed to find and analyze
solutions for socioeconomic issues from a legal
perspective.

Amid today’s increasingly complex socioeco-
nomic context, problems are arising that were
never envisioned under conventional legal
systems. These problems, including risk manage-
ment, responses to today’s Internet-centered
world, and crime prevention and countermea-
sures, are presenting major challenges. Issues
are not only becoming more complex but also
require urgent resolution. To address these
issues, government requires, more than ever
before, policymakers who possess the sophisti-
cated legal skills needed to analyze problems,
develop well-balanced solutions amid diverse
values, and translate them into legislation.
High-level legal skills are increasingly demanded
of public officials and are indispensable for
nonprofit organizations and corporations as well.

Our curriculum develops experts who understand
the legal systems related to public administration,
possess law-making skills, and have experience
in taking balanced legal decisions thanks to
their training using real case studies.

Public Management Program

To develop public management skills from a
political and public administration perspective

The Public Management Division trains students
to analyze public policy issues and formulate
policies from a political and administrative
perspective. The program qualifies graduates to
administer organizations and manage policies.

Formulating, implementing and evaluating
policies are challenges that every organization
faces. To create effective policies, organizations
must properly manage their various compo-
nents and tailor their management style to their
context. Recent reforms in Japan, including the
establishment of independent administrative
institutions and the privatization of the postal
system, show that organizational structures and
business management styles are critical even for
public institutions. While public servants have
traditionally been expected mainly to provide
policy advice, from now on their focus will be
more and more on organizational operation
and administration. This trend will be seen not

just in national and local governments but also
in nonprofit organizations and other organiza-
tions involved in the public sphere.

Our curriculum with its focus on case studies
equips students with an understanding of the
various theories and systems related to public
management as well as the skills to construct
and implement new public management
systems. We aim to develop professionals who
can identify issues and develop measures to
address them.

International Public Policy

Program

To foster the ability to formulate policies on
international issues such as global warming and
security

The International Public Policy Division equips
students with the core knowledge and planning
and negotiation skills to address international
policy issues, such as foreign affairs and develop-
ment aid. The program qualifies graduates for
positions requiring skill and expertise in interna-
tional policymaking.
As globalization proceeds apace, international
issues like global warming have come to
significantly influence domestic policies. Today
even domestic policies must be considered from
an international perspective. At the same time,
an increasing number of issues require policy
coordination that transcends national boundar-
ies. Issues such as state reconstruction after civil
war and nuclear arms control are conducted
through  coordination among  multiple
countries. More and more, international institu-
tions are becoming the main actors in address-
ing these issues.

Our curriculum equips students with an
understanding of regional issues and their
political and economic context, as well as the
skills to construct measures to solve issues in
light of the world situation. Through case
studies on international conflicts, students
deepen their appreciation of context in relation
to policy implementation.

Economic Policy Program

To acquire the knowledge and skills needed to
conduct world-class economic analysis in the
field of public policy

The Economic Policy Division provides students
with the knowledge and analytical skills
necessary to analyze and evaluate public policy

alternatives from the perspective of economics.
As evidenced by the large number of govern-
ment officials with advanced degrees in
economics, it is now common throughout the
world for sophisticated economic analysis to
shape public policy. This phenomenon has
expanded into areas once considered unrelated
to economics, such as labor, the environment,
public welfare, and medicine. While the U.S. and
Europe have many government officials who
are very well-versed in economics, Japan does
not have a sufficient number of policymakers
who can perform high-level economic analysis.

The three main features of our curriculum are
(1) to teach students basic microeconomic and
macroeconomic theory through the study of
real-world applications, (2) to equip students
with a mastery of econometrics and cost-benefit
analysis tools to perform quantitative evalua-
tions, and (3) to foster in students the ability to
conduct economic analysis on specific policy
issues, through real case studies.

Master of Public Policy,

International Program (mpp/IP)

An English-taught Master's program that is
designed to cultivate the competencies
necessary to actively participate on an interna-
tional policy stage.

The objective of this course is to produce public
policy professionals who possess a global
perspective and are capable of performing
effectively in international policy environments.
The language used for teaching will be English.
The program is aiming to nurture an environ-
ment in which the top-level Japanese and
foreign students will combine their talents and
cooperatively learn all the salient elements
necessary to become leaders in their respective
countries.

We are striving to fuse the uniqueness of Japan
to a curriculum that is acceptable internation-
ally, and to ensure compatibility with the
leading global universities with which we have
academic exchange agreements. We intend to
develop an environment that supports the
introduction of double degree programs and
yet, at the same time, we will offer highly
specialized subjects which emphasize the Asian
perspective. Through scholarship programs,
from the World Bank, the Asian Development
Bank and other organizations, we will strive to
fortify systems to provide economic support to
talented students from overseas, particularly
from the Asian countries.

P Academic Exchanges with Overseas Public Policy Graduate Schools

As of April 2012, GraSPP has academic exchange agreements with Columbia University’s School of International
and Public Affairs (SIPA), the National University of Singapore’s Lee Kuan Yew School of Public Policy (LKY-SPP),
the University of California-San Diego’s School of International Relations and Pacific Studies (UCSD IR/PS), Sciences
Po Paris, the Hertie School of Governance (HS0G), Peking University’'s School of International Studies (PKU-SIS),
and Seoul National University's Graduate School of International Studies (SNU-GSIS).

Based on these agreements, each year at least 10 GraSPP students are given the opportunity to study at overseas
graduate schools and approximately the same number of students from our exchange agreement schools come
to Japan and spend half a year to one year living as students at GraSPP.

In November 2009, GraSPP concluded an agreement for a double degree program (which allows students to
receive degrees from two graduate schools within a certain period of time) with LKY-SPP, National University of
Singapore as the first double degree program at the University of Tokyo. Since then, we have arranged additional
double degree programs with SIPA, Columbia University and Sciences Po Paris. Memorandums on double degree
program are scheduled to be concluded with HSoG, SNU-GSIS, and PKU-SIS during AY2012, and GraSPP plans to
arrange still more double degree programs in the future. Through the end of AY2011, five students had received
double master’s degrees from GraSPP and overseas universities under these programs, and as of April 2012 four
students are registered as double degree students studying both in Japan and abroad.

GraSPP students also hold academic exchange events together with student groups at SIPA, LKY-SPP, HSoG, and
University of California-Los Angeles (UCLA).

P Campus Asia Degree Program

The “Beijing-Seoul-Tokyo Dual Degree Master’s Program on International and Public Policy Studies (BESETO
DDMP)” jointly proposed by GraSPP, PKU-SIS, and SNU-GSIS was selected to receive funding under the Ministry of
Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology (MEXT) FY2011 Reinventing Japan Project “Campus Asia”
support for the formation of core centers. With this support, these three Japanese, Chinese, and Korean universi-
ties will initiate a student exchange program from AY2012 and a double degree program from AY2013.

Under the Campus Asia student exchange program, GraSPP students will study for one year at GraSPP and for half
a year each at PKU-SIS and SNU-GSIS. They will receive a degree from the University of Tokyo and study certifi-
cates from the other universities.

Under the double degree program, GraSPP students will study for one year at GraSPP, one year at the university
where they will receive their second degree, and half a year at the third university. They will receive two degrees
including their degree from the University of Tokyo and one study certificate.

P GraSPP Degree Program in English

Education in English is essential for the internationalization of graduate schools.

From the winter semester of AY2010, the Master of Public Policy, International Program (MPP/IP), which allows
students to earn their degrees completing all the required coursework in English, was added to our four existing
programs Legal Policy, Public Management, International Public Policy, and Economic Policy. The MPP/IP allows
superior foreign students who are not proficient in the Japanese language to study at GraSPP. With greatly
increased course offerings in English, greater recognition and expanded scholarship programs from international
organs (the World Bank, the Asian Development Bank, and the International Monetary Fund), the number of
applicants has been growing year by year. As of March 31, 2012, there are 55 students enrolled in this program
from 22 different countries.

GraSPP is also advancing preparations to open the Campus Asia Course in April 2013 as our second degree
program offered in English, for students participating in the Campus Asia student exchange program.
